Joey has encountered lots of  

complications and set backs along his  

journey such has epilepsy, severe scar  

tissue developing which has led Joey to have plastic 

surgery. This has caused Joey to develop anxiety. For 

Joey this journey is long and he will always need life 

long treatment but he always does this with grace and 

a smile - that is why he was awarded the Child of 

Courage award.
